Gerrie Schipske —Rosie the Riveter in Long Beach

Our March presentation will be "Rosie the Riveter ihong Beach During WWII, an unprecedented number
of women throughout the nation took jobs at aircraft plants, shipyards and munitions factories to produce the
materials that were essential to winning the war. Affectionately called "Rosie the Riveter" after a popular 1943
song, thousands of these women worked at the Douglas Aircraft Plant in Long Beach. Working together, they
riveted, welded, installed and assembled, making bombers, war planes and cargo transports.

Our presenter is Gerrie Schipske, Long Beach Councilwoman for the 5th District. A 1973 graduate of the
UC Irvine Department of History, Ms. Schipske also holds degrees in nursing science, legislative affairs and law.
She has taught women's studies, political science and public administration at CSULB and has written two books:

Rosie the Riveter in Long Beach and Early Aviation in Long Beach. In 2007, she sponsored legislation to name a

park in Long Beach "Rosie the Riveter Park" in honor of the women who worked at the Douglas Aircraft Plant
during WWIL The park is adjacent to the former Douglas Aircraft Plant. The park, which is currently in
development, is designed to provide a memorial to the work of the women who gave so much to support the war
effort in WWIL It includes a walking path that takes visitors back to the time when Long Beach was engaged in the
war effort, memorial scenes and a Victory rose garden, a walk through life-size sculptures of two women riveters
and an interpretive center with memorabilia and displays.

WWII changed societal attitudes that had traditionally limited the type of work that was acceptable for
women. Ms. Schipske's presentation will help us remember the many contributions and sacrifices that the women
of Long Beach and their families made in WWII, and how their important work contributed to the evolution of the

role of women in modern society and in the workplace.
